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There is a decline of BSE by 17.4% during Jan 2021 as compared to last three years
average cumulative. There is also a decline of BSE by 16.4% in Jan 2021 vis-a-vis
Jan 2020.

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There is a 70.7% decline in TPC during Jan 2021 as compared to last three years
average cumulative.
